Google Classroom for Year 1 and Year 2 

Year 1 and Year 2 children use Google Classroom for their weekly 
homework tasks.  Your child’s login details for Google Classroom 
are on a label attached to their Reading Record, either on the   

outside front or inside front cover. 

Google Classroom can be accessed in a number of ways; on a     
computer or laptop, via the Google Classroom App which can be  
installed on smartphone and tablet devices, and even through the 
web browser on Smart TV's and the following games consoles: 
Xbox one, Xbox series S, Xbox series X, PlayStation 4, PS4 pro or 
PS5.

Storytelling Week 
Storytelling week is from 2 February to 6 February this 
year, and we have lots of fun things planned to         
celebrate reading and our love for books in school. 
Parents will be invited to come into school on the    
afternoon of Thursday 5 February where the children 
will retell a story that they have learned. A separate 
letter about this will be sent home next Thursday. 

Our school adopts the ‘Little Wandle’ Phonics         
programme and this is followed across all three year 
groups.  We have some useful videos on our school 
website that will help support you and your child in 
saying the phonemes (sounds) clearly and how to 
blend these orally to make the words.

Assessments and Reporting End of Year Targets to Parents  

There is detailed information on our website regarding Assessment, EYFS and the KS1 curriculum. 

To ensure that parents are fully involved in their child’s attainment and progress we will be   
sending home some useful information for you at the beginning of February, prior to Parents’ 
Evening on Wednesday 11 February.  You will receive a booklet showing where we expect your 
child to be working at by the end of the school year in Reading, Writing and Maths.  

There will also be some information about next step targets to help you to      
support your child at home. These will be discussed at the Parents’ Evening,        
so please remember to bring the booklet with you. 

P.E Kits 

Our school uniform policy states that children’s PE kits 
must consist of plain black tracksuit bottoms, leggings or 
shorts. A plain white t-shirt or polo shirt and black      
plimsolls or unbranded trainers that fasten with Velcro 
rather than laces preferably.  They should wear their  
normal school jumper or cardigan, and not a hoodie or 
tracksuit top. 

Some children are coming into school on PE days wearing 
brightly coloured tracksuits, football shirts and branded  
sportswear. These are NOT acceptable for school,     
however much your child may like wearing them.  We will 
be monitoring this issue, and will speak to parents of  
children who do not wear the correct kit to remind them 
of the expectations of the clothing to be worn on PE days. 
After a reminder, if your child continues to wear the    
incorrect kit, they will be provided with a school jumper 
that they will need to wear for that day.  

Denbigh Primary School Relocation 

Some of you may be aware that Denbigh Primary School is 
temporarily closed and staff and children will be relocating to 
the Bishopscote Road site.  

As there has been a short delay to the building work, we 
have responded to a request for help by them and are    
accommodating some Denbigh Primary School children at 
our school in a couple of spare classrooms for the mornings 
only; this is to enable them to continue their education with 
face to face learning.  

We are sure that you will support us with this offer of help 
and we can assure you that all safety checks and             
precautions have been taken.  

Your children will continue to be taught by William Austin 
Infant School staff.
